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Aim
The abstract should begin with a clear statement of the aim, with a sentence on the background if necessary, providing a basic introduction to the field comprehensible to a scientist in any discipline.

Methods
Methodology must be stated briefly

Results
Quantitative and/or qualitative data should be presented concisely, with brief statistical analyses where appropriate. Use two or three sentences to explain what the main result reveals in direct comparison to what was thought to be the case previously or how the main result adds to previous knowledge. Use one or two sentences to put the results into a more general context.

Conclusion
Conclusion should be stated clearly and justified. Speculation should not be included.

Impact
Who or what is affected by this research and how they are affected.  States the accomplishments and their contribution to healthcare by answering the questions who cares and so what. Use lay language.
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
